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in national security. At the same time, harping back to their past, 
social-cultural attributes of self-help are also being mobilized, with 
community’s role seen as being more important, partly as a reaction 
to the various abuses undertaken by the state apparatus in the past. 
Hence, the growing value and primacy of the cultural approach to 
resilience in the Indonesian context even though conceptually it  
remains underdeveloped.
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
