The centralized communist government has started 

using the free market to source its energy supplies. In 

December, a 

consortium led by a 

state-owned Chinese 

oil company emerged 

as the big winner of a 

major oil auction in 

Iraq.  Until now, China has pursued a costly  zero-sum 

strategy to guarantee energy for its high-growth 

economy. Rather than buying fuel from foreign gas or 

petroleum companies, it has entered into long-term 

agreements with developing countries (often pariah 

states like Sudan and Iran), exchanging unlimited 

access to energy for free infrastructure and 

preferential trade deals. China has also invested in the 

maritime capacity to ship and the naval power to 

secure these supplies. It has bought up port facilities 

along the sea lanes from the Strait of Hormuz to the 

South China Sea, developed a navy that could soon 

rival the U.S. Pacific fleet, and even hinted that it might 

carve a canal through Thailand's Kra isthmus to bypass 

the narrow Strait of Malacca.
