At Sea with China  

Beijing's naval ambitions don't yet match its abilities, but that will change 
over time. 
Asians and Americans were again reminded of China's growing naval 
ambitions early last month, when 10 Chinese naval ships passed through 
Japan's Miyako Strait to conduct training exercises in the western Pacific. 
The episode was not as grave a threat as some commentators outside 
China made it out to be. But the event is still important for what it says 
about Beijing's naval development and what it suggests about the 
correct response from the rest of the region. The Chinese flotilla 
consisted of several surface combat ships with helicopters aboard, 
submarines and "comprehensive supply ships." The vessels made their 
way to the central Philippine Sea and operated for a couple of days near 
Japan's Okinotorishima atoll, which lies midway between the islands of 
Guam and Taiwan. According to an article in China's Global Times, a 
state-owned newspaper, the flotilla conducted "open-sea actual-force 
confrontation training" and, interestingly, "opinion war, psychological 
war and legal war."
