The struggle for mastery of the Pacific  

When Admiral Timothy J Keating, Commander of the 
United States Navy's Pacific fleet, visited China in 2007; 
a high-ranking Chinese naval officer proposed the two 
countries demarcate a "zone of control" at Hawaii, 
defining the limits of US naval influence and the 
beginning of China's maritime sphere.

S. Korea holds naval drills in Yellow Sea as crisis

According to RIA Novosti, the South Korean Navy on 
May 27 started large-scale anti-submarine drills in the 
Yellow Sea as part of measures to counter any further 
attacks by North Korea, the Xinhua news agency 
reported.
